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Abstract

The purposes of this research are to study the use of group process and students
opions upon it through the project work on political participation of people for
Mathayom Suksa 4 students, Palisadhitsuksa School, Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya,
Chiang Mai Campus. The population are 3 classrooms of Mathayom Suksa 4 students,
first semester 2002 (2545 B.E.) 38 student monks each room, total 114. They are cluster
random sampling.

The research tools are 6 project work lesson plans, a group process behaviour
observation form with 30 items, and an opionion questionaire with 4 items. The data
gained from the teaching and the observation are analysed through means and standard

deviation. The data gained from the opinion questionaire are analyed through frequency

then presented as analytical paragraphs.



The results of this research are :-

1. The use of group process through project work shows that :-

1.1 The whole means of the samples’ behaviour on selecting a topic for the
project work is on good level and is the sﬁme level with each item.

1.2 The whole means of the samples’ behaviour on planning the project is
on good level and is the same level with each item.

1.3 The whole means of the samples’ behaviour on working on the project
is on good level and is the same level with each item.

1.4 The whole means of the samples’ behaviour on working on the project
(writing report) is on good level and is the same level with each item.

1.5 The whole means of the samples’ behaviour on presentation is on good

level and 1 tems is on excellent level.

1.6 The whole means of the samples’ behaviour on conclusion and evaluation
is on good level and is the same level with each item.
2. The opionions on the use of group process through project work are : -
2.1 The study using group process is on good level. (82.21 %)
2.2 On self - development, samples 26.31 % has developed on relationship

with others and 21.05 % on thinking skills.

2.3 On group process participation, samples 36.84 % has developed on

responsibility, and 34.21 % on group members.

2.4 On working experience, samples 28.94 % has developed on working and

26.31 % on Emotion.
