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Abstract

This independent study investigated parent’s selection criteria for
choosing private kindergartens in Mueang Chiang Mai District. Sample under
study comprised 290 parents from the above District during the 2002 academic
year. Instrument used in this study was a questionnaire with items covering
essential of the topic under investigation. Whereupon, collected data were
analyzed through applications of percentage and Xz- test.

The findings revealed that the selection criteria parents used most were
the followings: teachers had knowledge and ability in the field of preprimary
education directly ; experience activities, measurement and evaluation by
observing children development in body, mind, social and intelligence ; teachers
were good examples for neatly dressed and manners; school environs and
classrooms were clean and nicely set; kitchen and canteen were suitable for
children; school’s public relations; and various school activities. As for

comparisons between demographic variables, i.e. parents’ occupation, income, and

education obtained with selection criteria in choosing school; of all possible

pairs, they were not statistically found to be differed at the .05 level of

significance.
