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Abstract

Chiang Mai University. The population of this study were 42 students of the Bachelor’s Degree
Curriculum in Continuing Business Education Program, 6 stake holder about curriculum, the
samples used were 298 bachelor degree graduates, 58 teachers of the Bachelor’s Degree
Curriculum in Continuing Business Education Program, 211 supervisors of bachelor’s degree
graduates, and 24 experts, making 639 in totality. The CIPP model used for collecting data
consisted of questionnaires, surveys, and focus pgroup interviews. On data evaluation, the
researcher followed the statistical process on the analyses of frequency. percentages, arithmetic
means, content analysis. The results were as follows:

With regard to the objective and its implementation of this educational
curriculum  have iﬁtroduced a number of measurement to support currently growing
demand of students and their society.
