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Abstract

The purposes of this research were (o study Thai language learning
achievement of Prathom Suksa 4 students learning through songs and to compare
Thai language learning achievement of Prathom Suksa 4 students learning through
songs and learning through the regular method.

The research sample were 55 Prathom Suksa 4 students who were studying
it lhe second semester, 2001 academic year at Ban Nong Kong school, under
San Kamphaeng District Primary Education Office, Chiang Mai Province. They were
divided into 2 groups; 27 students as the experimental group and 28 students as the
controfled group.  The research instruments consist of (1) 10 Thai language lesson
plans conducted through songs. (2) 10 Thai language lesson plans usihg the regular
method. (3) The Thai language learning achicvement test. The collected data were
statistically analyzed by mecan, standard deviation, and t-test, then presented through

tables and description.



The findings were as follows:

1. The students learning through songs had higher achievement scores.
The average scores of pre-—test and post —test was statistically different at the
01 level of significant.

2. The students learning through songs had higher achievement scores than

those learning through the regular method at the .01 level of significant.
