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Abstract

This rescarch was fo study the current sitnation of teaching Thai verse chanting
activities by Thai language teachers and lower secondary school students in the schools
department of general education, Bangkok, and construct the puideline for improvement of the
instruction. The sample included 161 teachers and 1,487 students. Instruments used included
questionnaire, interview forms, and observation form. The findings are as follows :

1. Situation of Thai verse chanting activities

Thai teachers had organized activities to promote verse chanting activities in
school at high level. Teaching of rhyme reading was part of verse and literature studies in the
classroom. Students began with reaching prose and learned how to partition word sting and put in
some rhyme. The whole class read together first before drilling individually. Teacher’s aural
demonstration was mostly used followed by using audio -tape.

Problems experienced by the Thai teachers included the lack of attention on part of
students. The teachers should motivate students by using innovative method. Concerning strategy,
the teachers had less time for teaching relative to the content load. They consequently hardly tried
to find new method of teaching. They depended on conventional method. Regarding teaching
media, there were not enough media and lacked of budget to acquire new and up dated media.

Concemning problems related to students, students viewed that rhyme reaching took
longer time and had less time to gain other kinds of skill. Activities set to cope with each aspect

were not inclusive and in adequate. Opportunity to practice in the class was limited due to the



time. Moreover, students did not have seif-confidence in the reading and lacked of assertive
behavior. Lastly, student thought to correctly pronounce words or phrases was the most difficult,
2. Guideline for teaching Thai thyme reading

Thai teachers should be encouraged to take part in academic activities, such as
seminar, workshop, or training sessions organized, to enhance their rhyme reading skills. The
knowledge gained should be used to improve and develop their teaching to reach higher
effectiveness. Regarding reading rhyme of the students, teachers should make sure their students
had readiness demonstrated by their ability to read loudly before inserting rthyme. Teachers
should make use of instructional media such as programmed instruction. Lastly, teachers should

consider students’ individual differences in intellectual, emotional, social, physical and mental

aspects to distribute equal opportunity for learning.
