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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the type of advance organizer use
for reading comprehension by prathom suksa 6 students. The subjects were 115
students from Tedsaban 5 (Danha) school, Chiang Rai Province during the academic
year 2001. The instruments used in this research were 1) 3 types of advance organizer
lessons, each type divided into two characteristics: Abstraction - written, Abstraction -
picture, Sentence outline - written, Sentence outline - ‘picture, Essay-type question -
written, and Essay-type question - picture. 2) the questionnaire. The data was
analyzed using frequency, presentage, mean and standard diviations.
The results were as follows:
1. There were differences among the score of reading comprehension test
of students receiving different types of advance organizer lessons. The
highest score was'the mean of Abstraction - picture lesson.
2. Most students chose Abstraction - picture lesson with the opinion that it

helped them find the answers in the test faster.
