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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to survey students’ needs for entering occupations
and to develop an occupation training project at Dokkhamtai Wittayakom School. Three
groups of population used in this research were : the first group, ésking for the needs
concerning occupations, was 319 Mathayom Suksa 5 students studied in the second
semester of 2001 academic year ; the second grbup consisted of three school’s counselors,
six teachers teaching career project and education; and the last group were the officers of
Dok Khamtai Sub-distric Administration and the officer of the Development Agent of Dok
Khamtai district.

The tools used in this study were a questionnaire to survey the general information
of the students’ needs for entering occupation and a plan of setting a2 conferences in order to
construct the occupation project. Data were analyzed by using mean and standard deviation.
For information received from the interview was categorized and presented in a descriptive

fashion.



The results of this study were as follow :

1. The majority of students were female, seventeen years of age, enrolled in
Science-Math and Art-Social Sciences programs with the fair level of grade point average.
Students’ family economic status was at medium income level and without extra income.
Students had spent lower than 1,000 baht a month.

The students needed and agreed that this occupation training project should be
provided at the school through 12 hour short term training course. Students were interested in
Thai dessert, Thai cuisine, and bakery. They wanted to be taught at school by their
teachers during the weekends and the training fee should be supported by the school.
Furthermore, there should be an announcement about the occupation fraining project in
school.

The students expressed that short course curriculum should be constructed for
increasing the occupational skills that could be applied for their daily life and for alternatives
to be their major or minor occupations in future. In addition, they expressed that local experts
should be invited to be the trainers and the resource personnel.

2. These extra courses of Dokkhamtai Wittayakom School were organized upon
the requests of students. They consisted of three courses : Thai dessert, Thai cuisine, and
bakery ‘training workshops. Each course took 12 hours and were held on Saturday and
Sunday. An evaluation technique was conducted after the courses had ended. Then the results
had been reported to persons concerned for improving and developing this kind of project in

future.
