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Abstract

This research was to study the students’ development of creativity and Short Story
writing achievement. Population used in the research comprised 21 Thai-major studeﬁ!‘s in the
Faculty of Humanities who were enrolled in Thai 306-prose writing, 17" semester 2002
academic year. [nstruments included 7 instructional plans, each of which was inserted with
activities to enhance creativity, creativity test, and Short Story writing achievement test. The
researcher administered pretest and postiest with creativity and achievement tests. The
collected data were then analyzed in terms of mean, standard deviation, and related group
t-fest. The findings are as follows: students who were taught through creativity-promoting
instruction had higher creativity and achievement scores after the experiment both at .01 level

of significance.
