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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to develop external quality assessment forms of
process items according to B.E.-2543 educational standard of basic educational level and to find
out the quality of this forms. The sample group comprised 2 group: sample 1 comprised of 91
executives, 313 teachers, and 60 students of school at Khon-Kaen Province which was under the
National Primary Education Commission during first semester, year 2545 B.E., using multi-
stage random sampling and sample 2 comprised 3 selected students who passed internal quality
assessment as to find out the quality of this forms assessing student output. It was found that:

1. The external quality assessment form of the student aspect can be classified into:

Standard 1 for student output concerning morality ethics, and values basing on
4 indicators,

Standard 4 for student output concerning critical thinking, creative thinking,
synthetic thinking and vision development, basing on 3 indicators.

Standard 5 for student output concerning knowledge and skills required in the
curriculum, basing on 2 indicators.

Standard 6 for student output concerning self-lcarning, learning values and
continuous self-development, basing on 3 indicators.

Standard 9 for student output concerning working skills, working values, team

working and the right attitude for honest career, basing on 4 indicators.



Standard 10 for student output concerning mental and physical hygiene, and
positive thinking, basing on 5 indicators.

Standard 12 for student output concerning, arts and sport habit, basing on 1
indicator.

2. Quality of the external quality assessment forms for student output.

2.1 Content validity by experts evaluation was as follows:

1) All assessment forms were found to have relationship between standard
indicators of the student output and stage Awareness : A, at 0.80-1.00 range.

2) All assessment forms were found to have relationship between activities
and its implication of stage Attempt : A, and stage Awareness : A, at 0.80-1.00 range.

3) All assessment forms were found to have relationship between the
achievement of stage Achievement : A, and stage Attempt : A, at 0.80-1.00 range.

4) All assessment forms were found to have relationship among stage
Awareness : A, stage Attempt : A, and stage Achievement : A; at 0.70-1.00 range.

2.2 Confidence level was found by using percentage of highest frequency of the
similar result evaluated by each evaluator and indicators evaluated by the external quality
assessment forms of the student output were 96.70%.

3. An external quality assessment forms manual was acquired which included
objectives, formats, assessment forms, assessment form development quality level of
assessment forms, and the implementation of the external quality assessment forms of the

student output.
