Abstract

This research was to study features of Thai language misspelled words of Prathom
Suksa § Students and to study the difficulty levels of the words encountered by these students.
The sample studied included 30 Prathom Suksa 5 students of Koruak Changnua Phitthayasan
School, Mae Mo District, Lampang Province. The instruments used in gathering data included
two word-dictation tests; the first test including pictures representing 22 words, and the second
test including 133 words organized in form of sentences, totaling 155 Thai words. The tests
were administered to the sample students and the data were analyzed by computing
- percentages of the features of misspelled words and the level of difficulty as well. The results
were presented in tables and description.

The major findings were as follows:

1. The misspelled Thai words encountered by students included six features: The
most occurred feature was that of a multi-aspect misspelling which covered 93.5% of the
words; the incorrect initial consonant feature covered 54.19%; the incorrect vowel feature
covered 33.55%; the final consonant misspelling covered 32.26%; the incorrect tonal symbol -
covered 21.94%:; and the incorrect silent symbol feature covered 17.42% respectively.

2. The difficulty levels of the misspelled words found including: The most difficult
level covered 51.61% of words; the easy level covered 21,.94%; the difficult level contained
15.50%; and the very easy level contained 10.97% respectively.
