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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study types of Programmed Instruction for
Teaching Thai Language to Malay speaking students and to study the result of the Programmed
Instruction for Teaching Thai Language to using Malay speaking students. The subjects of this
research were 80 Prathom Suksa VI Malay speaking students from Bankuan School, Satun
Provice.

The instruments used in this research were 1) cartoon-typed Programmed Instruction on
Verbs. 2) the prerequisite test. 3) the pretest and the postiest on Verbs. 4) the leaming behaviors
observation forms. 5) the student opinion questionnaire. 6) the achievement test on Verbs.

The research was conducted by having subjects studied cartoon-typed Programmed Instruction
with their teachers observed their learning behaviors. After the students studied with Programmed
Instruction , the students were asked to answer the questionnaire. Data were collected on
achievement test. Hence , data were analyzed by using frequency, percentages, means, standard

deviations , modes and descriptive analysis.



The results of this research indicated that:

b The type of Programmed Instruction, which was appropriate to teaching Thai
Language for Malay speaking students was Cartoon Programmed Instruction,

2. The results of using Programmed Instruction were that the students who studied with
Programmed Instruction on Verbs could pass the test—criteria, required by the school
at 70 percent. Based on the observation at the students behaviors , the students were
enthusiastic to study with the constructed Programmed Instruction and pleased when
they got correct answers as well as passed the test—criteria of the exercises. Besides,
most of the subjects expressed their opinions on every items about using the cartoon-
typed Programmed Instructio_n at high level positive. The students expressed that
studying by Programmed Instruction was interesting and they liked to learn with it.
This Programmed Instruction motivated the subjects to learn. Moreover, the subjects
felt that it was fun to learned with Programmed Instruction, they were very active to
do all the activities which helped them to understand the contents better. The
subjects also added that the cartoon-typed Programmed Instruction help them
memorize the content well. The font size of the Programmed Instruction was
appropriate and easy to read. The subjects liked the colors of cartoon. Finally, they

would like to learn with this method in the other subjects.
