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Abstract

This surveying research aimed at investigating the Social Studies teachers’ roles
on narcotic prevention for the students in opportunity expansion schools of Ngao District,
Lampang Province., The population consisted of 8 school administrators, 8 Social Studies
Department heads and 17 Social Studies teachers while the number of samples, retrieved
though simple sampling, consisted of 539 students who attended courses in semester 1 of
2545 academic year. Tools consisted of aset of questionnaire, and set of interviewing
sheets. The data derived was analyzed with SPSS for Windows to find out its statistic
values, percentage, means and standard deviation before being presented in tables attached
with narration. The results showed that:

1. The Social Studies Teachers’ roles on narcotic prevention for the students
regarding the educational standards as far as the pedagogical activities practiced in the
classrooms showed that the teachers and students shared the same opinions in the
Dhamma and ethical aspects application when urging the students to be aware of the
danger of the narcotics and turn away from them. The administrators and the heads also
showed the same opinions on the teachers’ roles regarding the evalvation forms. The
administrators also expressed that the teachers as such played a prominent role in lecturing

in front of the class.



2. The Social Studies Teachers’ roles on narcotic prevention for the students
regarding the educational standards as far as the additional activities provided for the
curriculum practiced outside the classrooms showed that the teachers and the administrators
in the department had the same opinions on the role of the teachers in taking part in the
narcotic preventive measures found in those additional activities; scout and girl guide
activities were among others. The students and the administrators™ as such as well as
the department heads showed the same opinions on the teachers’ roles in the White School
Project. The administrators and the heads as such showed the same opinions on the
teachers’ participation in planning additional activities regarding narcotic prevention for the
curriculum, consultation provided for the students, religious camps, risky groups reports
provided for the offices concemed, cooperation rendered to the Public Health offices and
police officers who had provided the students some knowledge of narcotics.

3. The Social Studies Teachers’ roles on narcotic prevention for the students
regarding the publicizing activities practiced in the classrooms showed that the teachers
and students showed the same opinions on their roles regarding publicizing activities
regarding the narcotics and preventive measures like meeting or homeroom activities. The
administrators and the department heads showed the same opinions on participating roles
in bulletin board preparation that could be seen in corners of the classrooms.

4. The Social Studies Teachers’ roles on narcotic prevention for the students
regarding the publicizing activities practiced outside the classrooms showed that the
teachers had a prime role to play in publicizing the exhibition and the bulletin boards
found along the premises on auspicious occasions like the Narcotic Prevention Day. The
students and the administrators and the heads also showed their opinions regarding
the publication that the teachers played the most important role; urging the students to -
take part in the activities preventing measures when they observed the national flag or
through cable.
