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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to construct Computer — Assisted Instruction
Program , to study the result of using supplementary Computer — Assisted Instruction lessons on
Thai Conversation for the Learners Thai as a Foreign Language and to study the efficiency of the
program. _

Ten subjects were randomly selected in this research the Learners of Thai. They were
learn of Thai as a Foreign Language who were taking a Thai course in the second semester of the
academic year 2002 at Payap University , Chiang Mai. The research instruments were Computer¥
Assisted Instruction supplementary lessons on Thai Conversation , a2 Thai conversation
achievement test , a students’ opinion questionnaire and a specialists’ evaluation questionnaire.

The results of this research were summarized as followed :

1. Computer — Assisted Instruction on Thai Conversation for the Learners Thaias a
Foreign Language was obtained.

2. All the learners learned by supplementary Computer — Assisted Instruction lessons
have met the criteria at 80 % of the scores and have met higher scores in the posttest higher than
in the pretest. This mean that the Computer — Assisted Instfuction had the quality at a good level.

3. Most students were satisfied with the Computer — Assisted Instruction at a highest

level.
