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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the history of occupation, production process
and trade networking of Phang Pratheep in Ban Tarn, Hot district, Chiang Mai province.
The tools used in this research were in forms of observing, interviewing formal and informal
community leaders, experts in Phang Pratheep, producers at Ban Tarn, dealers, retailers, suppliers
for further production stage, consumers, and other related officers. Taking photographs all related
activities had been done as a tool. Data were verified and checked its validity, accordance and
suitability to the research abjectives, then, analyzed and categorized into groups. The results were
presented in descriptive form.

The results of research were as follows:

1. The historical of the occupation of producing Phang Pratheep in Bap Tarn, Hot district,
Chiang Mai province has been begun in the year 1990 (2533 B.E.) by Mr. Surachai Mankong.
As Ban Tarn community was located near raw material sources and labours were easy to find,
included appropriated environment and cultural belief related to the use of Phang Pratheep.
Its production knowledge was transferred to both family members and the community, thus,
the factors mentioned favored occupation expansion. At the present time, around eighteen to twenty
households have maintained this occupation and sum of products are around eight to nine million

pieces per year.



2. Production process of Phang Pratheep in Ban Tarn, Hot district, Chiang Mai province
were composed of clay preparing, hand-made sculpturing and clay baking in the opened-type kiln.
The process included quality checking and improving before product being distributed. Besides,
equipment and tools used in the process were developed to be convenient and efficient.
Furthermore, impacts from production process on the community were well managed.

3. Trade networking of Phang Pratheep in Ban Tarn, Hot district, Chiang Mai province
were composed of producers group networking, being also dealer themselves and having a kind of
relative kinship within their groups, retailers group networking, suppliers group of further
production stage and consumers group. Networking creation of the four groups depended on
trustworthiness and familiarity relationships. In particular, honesty is the most important factor for

group networking.
