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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were 1) to construct and to use Life-Experience
Subject Area instructional ptans applying the 4MAT system in Prathom Suksa 6 and 2) to
study the effect of the use of 4MAT activitics. The samples of the study were 46 students
in Prathom Suksa 6 of Putti-Sopon School, Amphur Muang, Chiangmai in the first
semester of the academic year 2002. They were purposively choosen to attain students
of heterogeneous achievement. The research instruments consisted of 1) six lesson
plans of Prathom Suksa 6 Life Experience Subject Area on the topic of *Working for
Living” for 36 periods 20 minutes each 2) an achievement test 3) a behavior
observation form for recording learning behaviors 4) a students’ opinionnaire on the
4MAT learning model 5) the students’ self-evaluating form. The data were analyzed by
using means, standard deviation and t-test.
The research findings were as follows :
1. Six lesson plans on Life-Expirence Subject Area in Prathom Suksa 6
on the topic of “Working for Living” were constructed for totally 12-hour use.
2. The effect of learning activities organization using the 4MAT system in
Prathom Suksa 6 Life-Experience Subject Area were .
2.1 The students’ achievement was significantly higher after using the

4MAT learning model, at the .01 level.



2.2 Most students were found to participate weli in learning activities.
However, they moderately expressed their opinions. About half of the class showed
good enthusiasm for project presentation.

2.3 Students accepted the 4MAT learning activities at the high level
especially the variety of the activities, fun activities, and cooperative effort for high
quality work.

2.4 From self-evaluation, most students felt proud of their project
outcomes. Firstly, they were proud of their product from "Agricultural Occupation Unit™.
The rest were from “Cooperatives Unit” and “Trading and Service Unit” respectively.
They reported that the most difficult task for them was “preparing reports”. They also
found that some students’ lack of responsibility was the most serious problem for group

activities.
