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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to devetop learning strategies focused
activities to enhance English writing skills, and to study the learning strategies that
the siudents used in their English writing. The subjects comprised 18 second-year
English-major students enrolled in 205321 Writing Course during the second semester
of the academic year 2000, Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, Naresuan
University, Amphur Muang, Phitsanulok. The research instruments consisted of a
students’ needs questionnaire of English writing activities, a protosyllabus, eight lesson
plans with learning strategies focused activities, a lesson plan e.valuation form, a writing
assessment, and a questionnaire of learning strategy use. The collected data were
statistically analyzed by using percentage, average scores, and standard deviation.

The findings of this research were as follows:

1. All learning strategies focused activities were highly effective, and
the students’ paragraph writing average scores were between 66,78 — 72.44, which
were higher than 60 percent which was the sef standards.

2. The learning strategy that the students used the most frequently in their
writing was the substitution strategy, and the self-evaluation strategy was sometimes

used.
