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Abstract

This study investigated kindergarten teacher development as expected by private
school administrators in Mueang Chiang Mai District. Population under study consisted of 78
license holders, principals and their assistants in the second semester of the 2002 academic year.
Instrument used was a questionnaire comprising items related to the topic on pérsonality,
knowledge and ability, and moral and ethics. Collected data were analyzed through application of
percentage.

The findings revealed that ‘the population expected more in kindergarten teacher
development regarding enthusiasm, good and proper manner, studiousness at work, ability in
controlling emotiomn, ability to arrange experience for kindergartener, arrangement of instructional
activities according to kindergarten curriculum, knowledge in psychology and child development,
justice, use resources cconomically, self-responsibility, and in the know how to create

cohesiveness among peers.
