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Abstract

This independent study investigated preprimary education managemeﬁt of private
schools in Area 8, Chiang Mai Province. Population under the study comprised 5 school
administrators and 39 teachers from the forementioned schools in the 2002 academic year.
Instrument used was a questionnaire with items covering essential of the topic. Collected data
were then analyzed through applications of frequency and percentage.

Findings were summarized as follows:

With respect to preprimary education management of the above schools;
performances in all activities by school administrators and teachers were found concerning the
aspects of curriculum, surrounding arrangement suitable to learning, and relationship between
school and community. As for problem cited, school surroundings were inappropriate to
learning and activities that the school arranged did not correspond to parents’ needs. Teacher
did not understand the subject matters and curriculum and did not know how to arrange
surroundings. With regard to parents; most of them did not have time, did not live with their
children, were not interested in cooperating with school, and lacked of understanding about

instructional process. Furthermore, lack of budget for management was mentioned,
