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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to study about parents” participation
models or activities and their opinions on their participation in curriculum and
instructional development of Anubaan Chiangmai School. The samples were 206
parents of Prathom Suksa 4 students, purposively selected. A questionnaire was
used to collect data on parental participation in six following aspects, i.e., academic
activities, student activities, school personnel, secretarial and financial activities,
school buildings and locale , and public relations; together with their opinions.
Frequencies, percentage, means, and standard deviation were used for data analysis.

Findings:

Most parents participated at the high level in school academic activities
especially those that were directly related to the learners’ learning development.
Parental satisfaction in the participation was also at the high level.

Models/Activities and Satisfaction Level in Each Aspect:

Academic Activities Most parents highly participated in looking over
students during their working on homework assignments, providing textbooks and
stationaries and other learning materials/equipments needed both before and
during school semesters. The activities practiced at the low level were providing
computers and finding special English language teachers for students.

Parents’ satisfaction in participation was at the high level.

Student Activities Most parents participated in this aspect at the low
level. Some parents participated quite high in helping school look over students’
following school regulations, providing accident insurance, health care, and
encouraging students to express their abilities and aptitudes.

Parents’ satisfaction was at the moderate level.

School Personnel Most parents participated at the low Level. Some
parents used to be on the classroom advisory board. They stated that they would
like to attend seminars or training program for self-development.

Their satisfaction in participation was at the moderate level.



Secretarial and Financial Activities Most parents participated at the
Jow level. Some parents stated that they would like, if they have had a chance,
to help raising income for new school building by selling things on special
occasions, and to assist in school educational materials and food sale.

Their satisfaction in participation was at the moderate level.

School Buildings and Locale Most parents participated at the low
level. Some stated that they would be willing to help keep school ground clean.

Public Relations Most parents participated at the low level. The
activities which parents participated at the high level were answering
questionnaires that the school requested for their cooperation, attending meetings
at the school, and help publicize school activities.

Their satisfaction in participation was at the moderate level.
