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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to survey emotional quotient level of lower

secondary schoo! students at Mueang Lampang. This siudy was conducted basing on

355 sampled students whose emotional quotient level was examined using the Mental

Health Department Manual for EQ measurement Statistics used included frequency,

pencentage, mean, standard deviation, mean confidence interval, t-test and one-way

ANOVA. The results revealed that the students maintained good emotional quotient.

There was no difference between sex, age, maritial status of parent and resodency of

students.
