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ABSTRACT

This independent study aimed to study the Integration of Learning in Local Profession
Topic of Withee Dham Withee Thai Course, Srithana Commercial Technology College
Chiang Mai. The population used in the study were 30 first-year students attending Level 1 of the
Certificate in Vocational Education. The instruments consisted of a questionnaire and 3 sets of
integrated learning activities in local occupations, namely Tung making, Khom making and
Koa-Tan making. The data were analyzed in terms of percentage, content analysis, conclusion of
issues and categorization of items.

The results showed that:

The learning activities were planned, starting from surveying students’ interests in
local occupations. The occupations students selected were Tung, Khom and Koa-Tan
occupations. The next step was to contact the professionals who were expertise in the selected
occupations and were willingly be able to teach students. Then, the learning activities were
planned and implemented. The issues should be concerned while planning the activities were that
the resource persons selected should have experience in teaching and have willingness to teach.
This meant that the teacher who planned the activities should contact the resource persons in

advance and inform them about the objectives and the detail of activities. As fora field triptoa
