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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to construct the Self-Esteem Test for Lower
Secondary School students, containing 5 aspects; General Self, Home-Parent. School-Academic,
Social-Status and Peer Group, and to fine the qualities of the constructed test which were validity,
discrimination powers, reliability and to create the norms for interpreting each aspect and level
The samples of this research were divided into four groups. 1) 120 students used for collected
feeling and behavior were lower secondary school students, studying in academic year of 2001,
Muang District, Chiang Mai Province. 2) 300 students used for finding the discrimination powers,
construct validity and reliability were lower secondary school students, studying in academic year
of 2002, Muang District, Chiang Mai Province. 3) 60 students used for finding the concurrent
validity were lower secondary school students, studying in academic year of 2002, Muang
District, Chiang Mai Province. 4) 1,380 students used for create the norms were lower secondary
school students, ‘studying in academic year of 2002, Muang District, Chiang Mai Province,
chosen by stratified Random Sampling. The results of this study were as follows:

1. The construction of the Self-Esteem Test resulted in self-reported with 5 rating scales.
There were 58 test items, containing 7 items in General Seif, 35 in Home-Parent, 6 in School-
Academic, 4 in Social-Status and 6 in Peer Group.

2. The qualities of the Self-Esteem Test

2.1 The test, all 5 aspects, had face validity in all items, considered by the experts.

The congruence was 0.71-1.00.



2.2 The test, all 5 aspects, had discrimination power in all items, performed by t-test,
using 25 percent technique was used to separate high and low group. The mean of high group was
higher than the low group at .001 level of significance.

2.3 The test, all 5 dspects, had construct validity, performed by factor analysis, using
principal component analysis. The factor loading was .306-.700.

2.4 The test, all 5 aspects, had the reliability was in the moderate to high level,
calculated by Alpha Coefficient of Cronbach. The reliability was .6670-.9145.

2.5 The test, all 5 aspects, had the concurrent validity, performed by t-test, using
Knowngroup Technique. The t-test was 2.465-18.369 at the .05, .0I, and .001 level of
significance.

3. Norms of a Self-Esteem Test; General Self, Home-Parent, School-Academic, Social-
Status and Peer Group, had normalized T-score was 49-81, 63-79, 44-81, 25-70, and 47-81

respectively.
