Abstract

The purpose of this experimental research was to study the effects of group counseling
on the assertive behavior and the emotional Quotient.

The subjects were 20 Matthayom Suksa 4 students of Chaiprakam School during the
second semester of 2002 academic year. They were randomly selected by using the criteria scores
from the assertive behavior test lower than 259, assigned to the experimental group and the
control group, each group consisting of 10 students. Research instruments were the assertive
behavior test, emotional quotient test, a group counseling program and a group counseling
evaluation form. The experimental group obtained the treatment for 12 one - hour sessions . After
the experiment, both groups were post-tested by the same test. The data were analyzed by t-test.

The results indicated that after the treatment, the Ievel of assertive behavior of the
experimental group, the level of emotional quotient of the experimental group, and the
experimental group students’ emotional quotient scores were higher than the control group

students’ at .01 level of statistical significance.
