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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to examine the effect of using recreational activities
to support learning process to enhance development of preschool children. The population
comprised 22 students, who were third year kindergartners in the second semester of academic
year 2002 at Phannee School, Muang District, Chiang Mai Province. The instrument was
an observation rating scale constructed by the researcher and had the reliability of 0.95.

Data were analyzed in terms of mean and standard deviation. Research findings are
as follows: during sessions 1 and 2 children’s development had changed at high rate but in
sessions 3 and 4 the changing rate stabilized. Recreational activities retated to children’s physical,
emotional mind - social and intellectual development, and ; recreational activities increased the

children’s readiness for higher level of schooling.
