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Abstract

This research was to study moral reasoning of lower secondary school students who were
enrolled in second semester, 2003 academic year, Ban Nong Khong School which was one of the
Education Opportunity Expansion School. Another objective was to compare the students’ moral
reasoning by gender, school level, GPA, parents’ education , parents® occupation and parents’
income. The subjects were those of 86 students of the lower secondary school populati;)n.
Instrument used was a moral reasoning test. The statistics used included mean, standard deviation
and percentage.

It was found that the students’ moral reasoning fell at third-level-post conventional level.
When compared by gender, school level, GPA, parents’ education and parents’ income, there was no
difference. However students with difference parents’ occupation had different level of moral

reasoning.
