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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study the results of performing classroom action research
task at each research process step of the teachers, and the results of teacher’s potential in
conducting classroom research . Both the teachers and the researcher used action research
process consisting planning, acting, observing and reflecting. The target group consisted
of 11 teachers at Klonglanwittaya School, Kamphaeng Phet Province. The instruments for
collecting data were teacher’s record form, researcher’s record form, observation
record form, interview form, questionnaire, and research report evaluation form. The data
obtained was analyzed by using frequency, mean and content analysis. The results of the
research found as follows :

A. The results of the research which based on its process for developing
teacher’s potential in conducting classroom action research showed that :

1. The result from the planning stage among 11 teachers as participants of this
research was found that teachers lacked knowledge and understanding in conducting
classroom research. The researcher suggested the use of action research model to the
teachers. The research was supported by the school’s director. The teachers and the researcher

worked on the action plan for the further steps in advance.



2. The result from acting and follow-up the on going process were found that :
(1) teacher can analyze causes related to problems; (2) teacher can give the title of
research related to causes and problems; (3) teacher set the research objective related to
its title clearly ; (4) nine teachers set the problem solving strategy clearly and could
solve the problems. The other two teachers adjusted the plans during implementation ;

(5) the teachers constructed the research tools by themselves. Three teachers chose
written test while two, ten, then five and two teachers were found to choose record form,
student’s progress record, interview guide and observation form respectively; (6) teachers
could interprete the results of the research related to the objectives; (7) the teacher’s
focus group discussion was implemented unsuccessfully related to the objective due to
lack of opinion sharing among this group; (8) problems and obstacles found by the
researcher were that the researcher had limited time, focus group discussion could not meet
the expected objectives and the researcher could not give advice to teachers appropriately
about problem solving framework.

3. Evaluation at the final process, it was found that eight teachers could
perform research behavior at good level, three teachers could perform research behavior at
moderate level. Three teachers could understand well about classroom research, and eight
teachers were worried about doing research which might not be implemented to the right
track, but at least they could do classroom research.

B. The results of teacher’s potential in conducting classroom research showed
that teacher’s potential in conducting classroom research evaluated by judging from their
research reports which found that eight and three teachers could write research report at

good and moderate level respectively.
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
