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Abstract

This semi-experimental study employed multiple rotating groups posttest only.
It was to study the effects of story-telling with various forms of media on the primary
school students’ schema. The purposively selected sample comprised 3 class-groups,
43 each, of Prathom Suksa 4 students in second semester of 2002 academic year,
totaling 129. Each groups was under the experiment using story-telling activities with
either the pictures, tapes, or VCD for 3 weeks. The instrument used included 3 stories,
assignment cards, and the rubrics to assess the schema construction of the subjects.
The research collected the data herself and analyzed them in term of mean. It was found
that the picture-based story-telling and the VCD-based story-telling affected the
students’ schema construction as high while the tape-based story-telling had fair effect

on it.
