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ABSTRACT

This research was to study the factors facilitating the gathering of the people into group
or organization and its connection with others to form civil network to contribute to the health
development of the communities,

This research employed qualitative method in which the researcher was a principal
tool. Many techniques were used for collecting data including participant observation and non-
participant observation, interview, opinion exchange forum, the researcher’s participation in the
community activities as well as consulting the documentary sources such as academic papers and
related researches. The study reveals that:

The factors contributing to the people’s organization were the factors within the
community such as personal awareness, kinship relationship, political consciousness, and health,
economic, social, and environment problems. External factors included policy supports from
various agencies both in the area and otherwise, as well as the environmental conservationist and
social development movements,

The factors leading to the civil networking included the mutual consciousness, various
forms of social relationship, common interests, and shared leaming communication. All these
factors drove the society along the direction to community strength the supports in the areas of

budget, materials, and managerial knowledge.



The roles of this civil network in developing health of the people in the community are
as follows:

Regarding the building of healthy public policy, the network had responded to the
public policy for health by putting it info measures adopted by member organizations such as
saving, setting up the community’s welfare, and taking care of natural and environmental
resources. In supporting the policies emphasizing the prevention and control, the network had
advocated physical exercises, creating communal law and regulation, and doing public relations.
The health policy on control and prevention included the setting up of regulation, agreements, and
the campaign and public relations,

The creating of health-supporting environment included physical and biological
environments to prevent health problems, solving the problems, and conserving the environment.
The social environment involved welfare provision, organizing activities which supported caring
for one another, conserving cultural values.

The strengthening of the community action included activities to promote development
and solution of the problems in economic, social, environmental, and educational aspects.

Personal skill development included the capacity development for the members of the
groups or organizations emphasizing learming and managerial skills under the supports of the
government’s agencies, private sector, and community itself.

The health service reorientation included modification of the roles of the individuals
so that they had desirable health behaviors and grouped together for health development as well
as the modification of health services provided by the government agencies to outreach the

community,
