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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research were to describe the situation of preventing and
solving narcotic problems in educational opportunity expansion schools, Chiang Dao district,
Chiang Mai province and to develop the guidelines for preventing and solving narcotic
problems. The population consisted of 60 school administrators, heads of student affair
section, heads of guidance section, heads of school health section and 20 experts in
preventing and solving narcotic problems in Chiang Mai province. The research instrument
was an interviewing form. The findings of this study were as follow :

I. In non- used narcotic students group, there were found that most teachers
taught them follow curriculum content, assigned to study in the library or video, write
a report, an essay, or a motto. In especial days, there were an exhibition and activities
in antinarcotic drug campaign, sport day and student health check up. In religious days,
students were provided to participate . There were also found that teachers taught about
career skills, provided a camping activity, a role play in narcotic experiences and assigned
their classroom friends to help each others. The guidelines proposed that a school should
provided useful information for students about narcotic drugs, study tour and religions
activities. Additionally, promoted community to participate in school activities and initiated

clubs of students.



2. In used narcotic students group, there were found that most teachers took
care them closely both in and out school. The guidelines proposed that a school should
have a using checking sampling, coordinate with police for taking care and eradicating
and report real data to the concerning office.

3. In addicted group, there were found that teachers and their parents took care
them closely and sent them to treat. The guidelines proposed that students who treated
must be a real narcotic addict and the concerning offices should take care them closely.

4. In narcotic retail students group, there were found that schools advised
them , teachers and parents took care closely. Finally, they were punished by law.
The guidelines proposed that students who punished by police should be the last way,

joined to the health center for usage the matrix program in school.
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
