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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to compare the students' English speaking
ability and the students’ grammatical knowledge before and after being supplemented
task—based language teaching with focus on form activities. The target group was 32
fourth year bachelor's degree students, majoring in management, who enrolled in the
course “English for Career 2" (01-320-018) in the first semester of the academic year
2003 at Rajamangala Institute of Technology, Northern Campus, Chiang Mai Province.
The experimental instrument was five lesson plans emphasized on focus on form
activities. The data collecting instruments were the speaking test and the grammar test.
The target group was taught for 20 periods. The speaking test and the grammar test
were administered before and after the experiment. The data obtained were analyzed by
using mean and standard deviation. The findings were as foilows:

1. The English speaking ability leve! of students was higher from the fair level to
the good leve! after being supplemented task-based language teaching with focus on
form acfivities.

2. The grammatical knowledge level of students was higher from the fair level to
the good level after being suppiemented task-based language teaching with focus on

form activities.
