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Abstract

The objectives of this research are to develop a local curriculum on Klong Kao Bai Tan
Weaving Subject for the Lower Secondary Level at Chomthong School, Chiang Mai Province and to
study the effectiveness of the curriculum. The target population for this study consisted of these
group. The first group was comprised of 18 persons who were capable of providing an analysis of
situation, including the academic administrative assistant, elders with experience in the product of
Klong Kao Bai Tan Weaving. The second group were 37 secondary school students who attended
the weaving class and the community’s leaders. The third group consisted of 80 persons who
participated in the evaluation process, including the students, the students’ parents, teacher and
the community's leaders. The research tools consisted of 2 sets of interviews within first group of
18 analysists. The first interview was in regards to developing curriculum within the local context,

and the second interview concerned the need to preserve the art of Klong Kao Bai Tan Weaving.



The second evaluation tool was of the curriculum and learning activity plans; through the use of
evaluation forms, consisted of 4 sets of the questionnaires and interview forms for the curriculum’s
using result evaluation. Data were analyzed by using percentage, mean standard deviation and
analytical description.

The finding of this reserch were as follows:

1. The development of this local curriculum consisted of (1) an analysis of the situation and
(2) curriculum planning consisted of {a) curriculum design based on activities and social problems
and focus on specific competencies (b) teachers' experimenting within the curriculum and (¢} revising
the curriculum before is it used. Curriculum usages consisted of (1) contracting concerned persons,
(2) writing activity plan (3) preparing the material and equipment and (4) publicizing the curriculum,
The curriculum is then used by local experts who participate in teaching and in outcome evaluation.
The evaluation consisted of the Cognitive Domain, the Psychomotor Domain and the Affective
Domain including the opinions of the learners, the parents, the teachers and the community’s leaders.

2. The result of the evaluations were that attained success at a *“good” level. The learners’
opinions about the curriculum’s Implementation consisted of (1) the contents of curriculum’s
arrangement (2) the activities of curriculum’s arrangement and (3) importance of studying in Klong
Kao Bai Tan Weaving Subject found that their opinions were mainly sated at the “high” level. In the
case of the parents’ opinions on the students' behavioural changes found that sated at the curriculum
“high” level. The teachers’ opinions on the suitability of the development for the Klong Kac Bai Tan
Weaving Subject found that curriculum’s planning, Implementation and evaluation were suitable and
the community should to plant toddy palms for to continue the Klong Kao Bai Tan Weaving project
in the future. The community’s leaders’ opinions about the local curriculum was that that the
learners’ outcomes were suitable and there should be additional local wisdom training programs in the

community.
