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ABSTRACT

The study aimed at quantitatively and qualitatively synthesizing the number of 46
thesis found in the Teaching Social Studies Department of Faculty of Education, Chiang
Mai University during 2539 — 2545 B.E.; content analysis was applied for the purpose
while the tool applicable for the study was constructed by the author. The guantitative
synthesizing was made 1o classify data, distribute frequencies and calculate percentage
while the qualitative synthesizing was made to categorize the thesis results of the same
manner together and attach them with descriptions.

The results of the quantitative synthesis showed that, The most number of the
thesis was found in academic year of 2545 B.E.; there were 16 volumes of them. The
number of 24 volumes was in descriptive format. The number of 19 volumes was
concentrated upon students of lower secondary level. The number of 17 volumes of the
thesis showed that most of the contents dealt with the students’ achievement derived
after being treated with teaching methods of social studies.

| The results derived from the characteristic synthesizing showed that all teaching

methods found in the thesis belonging to the Department of Social Studies teaching



could lead to higher achievement, found in the posttest, of the learners after being
treated with those social studies teaching methods. As for the material effectiveness, it
was found out that it was well above the standard. Besides, it could help accelerate the
learners’ achievement when the posttest was conducted. Problems found in social
studies teaching preparation were found in the areas regarding leaching plans, teaching
implementation, material application, measurement and evaluation. However, problems
were differed according to curriculums, schools and levels of education. As for the exira-
curricular activities, the study was focused upon a certain area dealing with the
democracy supporting activities; some students were offered with chances to participate
in voting for the student council. Some educational resocurces for teaching social studies
were studied and found out that there were some mutual interests which included profiles
and utilizing patterns of educational resources; the results showed that teachers of social

studies tended to make use of local education resources at Low Level.
