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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to evaluate the Master’s degree program in Educational
Technology curriculum, Chiang Mai University. The population of this study was the chairperson
of Master’s degree program of Educational Technology curriculum administration committee and
the 113 samples which were 3 program instructors, 28 Master’s degree graduates who completed
the program in the academic year 1997 to 2002, 11 Master’s degree students of the year 2003, 28
Master’s degree students who were doing the dissertation or the independent study, 26 elementary
superiors of the Master’s degree graduates, and 17 more of the experts. The CIPP model was used
in collecting data. The tools in collecting data consisted of questionnaires, survey forms,
interview form, and the focus group form. The evaluator followed the statistical process on the
analyses of frequencies, percentages, mean, standard deviation and content analysis. The results
of the study were as followed:

The curriculum context: The objective as well as the outline and content of the
curriculum were conformed to students’ needs and modern societies. They covered the learning
experience unit and could be highly used both in working and real life. Moreover, the curriculum
module unit and the educational plan were appropriate.

The curriculum input: The resources of the program were averagely adequate,
qualified, prepared, and easy to be used. The qualification of the pre-graduate students met the
criteria. The qualification of the instructors were ranked at the B level, The academic position
were ranked at the C level, while the output were ranked at the A level. Besides, the workload of
the instructors was above standard. The budget was sufficient and the curriculum advertisements

could reach the target groups totally.



The curriculum process: The administration of the curriculum was appropriate.
The course activity organization was in the medium rank and the evaluation was suitable.
Furthermore, the general advisors along with the dissertation advisory committee performed their
duties consistently. The dissertation/individual research verification was ranked at the B level
whereas the dissertation/individual research advisory committee was ranked at the C level.

The curriculum output: The G.P.A. of the majority of the Master’s degree graduate
were 3.00 or above and the average of graduated duration was 3.41 years. Based on standard
qualification criteria of the graduate studies, the number of the qualified postgraduates of
Chiang Mai University was ranked at the E level. Their qualifications were conformed to the
curriculum objectives in the high level, same as the quality of duty performance of the
organization. Above all, the responsibility and behavior of the organization were evaluated in the
highest rank.

The impact of the curriculum on the students was therefore more positive than
negative.

The suggestions for improving the curriculum: The curriculum objective should
determine the theme or the. purpose of the curriculum in aspects of virtue and ethics. For the
structure and the content of the curriculum, compulsory and elective courses should be adjusted to
the changes of technology and society as much as possible. The instructors should provide
enough educational aids that were up-to-date. In addition, students should be skillful on how to
use computer and auditory diagnostic tools. Moreover, the lecturers of this curriculum should be
encouraged to do more educational studies for the higher promotion. Field trip should be included
in the program. Beside, experts from outside should be invited for special lecture or workshop for
students. The general advisors and students should have an appointment at least once a month.
The thesis advisory committee strategies in encouraging students to finish their studies
effectively should be reviewed and changed as well as the skills of foreign languages, especially

English for communication and gathering the information.
