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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study shoemaking occupation network and to set
guidelines for development of shoemaking occupation in Ban Nongtha, Pasak Subdistrict,
Mueang Lamphun Province. The tools used in this research were the forms of interviewing and
observing community leaders, shoemaking occupation, shoes product buyer and personnel in
organizations concerning the support and promotion of shoemaking occupation. Data were
verified and checked its validity, accordance and suitability to the research objectives, then,
analyzed and categorized into groups. The results were presented in descriptive form.

The results of the research were as follows:

1. Shoemaking occupation network in Ban Nongtha, Pasak Subdistrict, Mueang
Lamphun is raised from the family relationship and obedience in leadership by starting this career
in Ban Nongtha, Mr. Chomsai Suriyasak. After those villagers were persuaded. This can lead to
the assembly of the people, which they create their own system. At first, a leader extended this
project passing all knowledge, responsibilities on others. People had their own roles to work
systematically. As the result, almost every house in Nongtha village earns a living as shoes
makers. Of course, they have better life and work. This can also help community empowerment

among people of neighborhood.



2. There were three tendencies in shoemaking occupation network in Ban Nongtha,
Pasak Subdistrict. The first trend was production system. They can improved their product
factors, process and product (shoes) according to customers’ demand. The other one was
marketing. The way to improve was to focus on the marketing mix. They had to settle a price
and outlets. The more they well-organize their (4 Ps): product, price, place and production, the
more they can reach the target market. Therefore, they can satisfy the customers. The last one
was shoemaking promotion. Government or private unit was supposed to lend a hand in order to

encourage this career to go stably systematical forward.
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
