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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the students’ Article writing ability and
their social skills. Population used in this research comprised 23 Thai-major students of
Chiang Mai University who enrolled in Thai 014306-prose writing in the second semester of the
academic year 2003. The research instruments included the Iesson plans, the Article writing test,
and the social skills assessment.

The Article writing test was administered to the students before and after being taught
through the use of 4 lesson plans that emphasized writing process approach teaching through
social strategies for 8 periods, each of which lasted 75 minutes. After implementing each lesson
plans, students evaluated their friends® social skills. The collected data were analyzed by using
mean, standard deviation, and t-test,

The finding were as follow : students who were taught through Article writing process
approach teaching through social strategies had higher scores after the experiment at the

significant level of .01 and their social skills were in the excellent level.
