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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study writing ability and views on
interaction of third-year undergraduate students in working with other people after using
cooperative writing response-group activities. The target group was 35 third-year
undergraduate students who took writing I course at Rajamangkla Institute of Technology,
Chiang Mai Province, in the first semester of the academic year 2004. The experimental
instrument consisted of 6 lesson plans using cooperative writing response-group activities.
The data collecting instruments consisted of a writing ability assessment form and an
interaction view test. The data obtained were analyzed by using mean and standard deviation.

The findings of this study revealed as follows:

1. Students’ writing ability passed the criteria in the very high level after learning
through cooperative writing response-group activities.

2. Students’ interaction views on working with other people were increased

to the high level after learning through cooperative writing response-group activities.
