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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this qualitative research were to study the decisional process and
conditions that related to Amphetamine taking behaviors among female youths in the Observation
and Protection Centre, Upper Northern Thailand. Studied family background and social findings.

The study found that process of decision on taking Amphetamine among female youths
were complex and associated with many factors including poor relationship among family
members, lost of parents (study subjects were two times more likely to lose mother than father).
Influence from friends was all also a major factor associated with Amphetamine used. Other
individual factors including used Amphetamine to mimic insomnia, to lose weight, to know what
will happen when taking it, to sarcasm husband, and to reduce stress. All findings were pointed to
the same way that the study subjects had positive believes and attitudes towards taking

Amphetamine.
