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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to compare the students’ English reading
comprehension before and after the experiment, to investigate students’ use of negotiation of
meaning strategies, and to explore the correlation between the students’ English reading
comprehension and students’ use of negotiation of meaning strategies. The target group
comprised 34 third year bachelor level students, English major, Faculty of Science of
Education, Chiang Mai Rajabhat University, who enrolled Reading Text for Interpretation
(155205) course in 1" semester, the academic year 2005. The research design was one group
pretest posttest design, The experimental instruments were 8 lesson plans using negotiation of
meaning strategies. The data collection instruments were English reading comprehension test
and students” use of negotiation of meaning strategy survey. The target group was taught for
8 weeks. The English reading comprehension test was administered before and afier the
experiment. The students’ use of negotiation of meaning strategies were surveyed after
finishing each lesson plan. The data were analyzed by using mean and standard deviation,
and the correlation between students’ English reading comprehension and students’ use of

negotiation of meaning was analyzed by using Pearson Product Moment Correlation.



The findings were as follows :

1. The students’ English reading comprehension was higher after learning by using
negotiation of meaning strategies,

2. The means of use of negotiation of meaning the high and low English
proficiency students were at a low level while the use of negotiation of meaning’s mean of
clarification request and comprehension check were higher than the other strategies.

3. There was no correlation between the students' English reading comprehension

and their use of negotiation of meaning strategies.
