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ABSTRACT

This study investigated community participation in educational management in the
service area of Lomrad Wittaya School, Thoen District, Lampang Province. Population under
study comprised 359 community populace who lived in the service area of the above school in
the 2006 academic year. Instrument used was a questionnaire with items asking about essentials
of the topic. Collected data were then analyzed through applications of frequency and

| percentage.

The findings were suminarized as follows :

More than half of the respondents barely participated in aforementioned school’s
educational management, i.e., decision making, activity proceeding, monitering and auditing, and
evaluation. Buf some still participated in the ensuing aspects, i.e., having a dialogue with school
personnel in relation to creating relationship between school and community ; joined activities
arranged by school and community ; joined the fund raising activity for the school ; supported
student learning activity ; and gave financial support for building school plant and environs.

As for problems and recommendations found, few respondents reveled that community did not
received news from the school public relaticns. And the monitoring and auditing usually stayed

with one person or a specific group ; the decision should be based on representatives from various

groups.
