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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were: 1) to study the morality of students in Institute of Physical
Education Chiang Mai in whole picture and in each faculty ; 2) to examine the factors which affect
morality of students; 3) to formulate prediction equations of morality of student. In which 10
independent variables were examined namely; Learning Achievement (X,), Emotional Quotient (X,),
Reinforcement (X,), Punishment (X,), Perception of morality in each subject learning
management (X;), Perception of moral supported activities (X,), Perception of setting institute’s
atmosphere (X.), Perception of moral media (X,), Perception of teachers’ good role model (X,),
Perception of friends’ good role model (X,,) and 9 dependent variables were examined namely; To
love and believe in profession (Z,), To more concern common good than personal gain (Z,),
Sportsmanship (Z,), Behavior conducting in virtues (Z,), Punctual (Z,), Discipline (Z,), Honesty (Z,),
Justice (Z,), Kindness (Z,). The samples were 242 students studied on the first semester of the year
2007 who were selected by Stratified Random Sampling Techniques. The tools used for collecting
data were 90 items of morality rubric scales. To ensure content validity, the content of the items
generated were checked by experts, item discriminate validity as well as reliability was
observed. The analysis processes included Mean, Standard Deviation, and Multiple Regression

Analysis conducting Stepwise Technique.



The findings of the study were:

1. Students in Institute of Physical Education Chiang Mai in the whole picture and in each
faculty were quite in high level of morality: that is being punctual was the students’ most first

morality

2. The results of examining the factors which affected morality of students found
that Emotional Quotient (X,), Perception of moral supported activities (X,), and Perception of
teachers’ good role model (X,), could together predict morality of students with the percentage of
