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Abstract

The  purposes  of  this  research  were  to  compare  English  listening-speaking  abilities  

before  and  after  learning  through  communicative  activities  and  to  investigate  the  classroom

interaction of   hill  tribe  students  after  learning  through  communicative  activities.  The  target  

group  was  26  hill  tribe  students  of   Mathayom  Suksa  2  at  Ban  Huay  Nam  Kao  School,  

Omkoi  District,  Chiang  Mai  Province,  who  registered  in  English course (E 32101)  during      

the  second  semester  of  the  academic  year  2006.  The  research  instruments  consisted  of   the

7  lesson  plans  using  communicative  activities  for  24  periods,  the  listening-speaking  test  and

the  classroom  interaction test.  The  data  collected  were  analyzed  by  using  mean  and  standard  

deviation.

The  findings  of   this  research  were  as  follows : 

1. English  listening-speaking  abilities  of   hill  tribe  students  were  increased  after  

learning  through  communicative  activities. 

2. Classroom  interaction  of   hill  tribe  students  was  at the  good  level  after  learning 

through  communicative  activities.
