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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research was to develop creative thinking and the ability in
writing conserving local wisdom tale of Chaing Mai Rajabhat University students before and
after using Creative Thinking Teaching Model. The sample was consisted of 50 students
enrolled in the first semester of 2008 academic year. The instruments included six Williams
Cube CAI Modules, creative thinking test and rubrics scale to assess local wisdom based
writing. Research procedures included the pretest of the students creative thinking, teaching
them using the six modules, the posttest of creative thinking, and the assessment of the student
writing along the wisdom based criteria. The collected data were analyzed in terms of mean,
standard deviation, and t-test. The assessed rubrics scores were in term of percentage.

The findings reveal that (1) the students’ creative thinking was higher after being
taught through the at .01 statistical significance, and (2) forty-six students or 92 percent of the
sample had the scores measured by the rubrics assessment of their local wisdom based writing

at good level or at 70 percent of the criterion.
