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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study monks’ participation, problems
and suggestions and guidelines of participation for monks in students’ morality and ethics
development in education institutions of Onn-klang sub district. The population included 3
education institutions administrators, 6 teachers, and 8 Monks. The research instruments
consisted of structured interview and workshop’s memorandums. The data were analyzed by
syntheszing the information derived from the structured interview and workshop’s memorandums

and arranged information derived from structured interview in term of frequency distribution.

The findings of this research reveal as follows: Monks’ participation in morality and
ethics instruction in education institutions increased. Monks’ participation in supporting morality
and ethics development activity during Buddhism Recognition Week also increased. Monks and
education institutions helped each other in organizing and supporting morality and ethics training
activities for students and monks had served as morality and ethics instructors to help enhance the
knowledge of Buddhist teachings for students.

Regarding the problems and suggestions, it was found that the monks lacked of

knowledge on some Buddhist teachings, learning aids, and readiness preparation for teaching



such as self and knowledge improvement, time, and opportunity. In launching morality and ethics
activities, there were some problems concerning budget, time, monk teaching personnel, and
teaching contents. Sometimes, the activities were launched on the days other than holidays, some
monks had overloaded tasks, and some monks though fewer had lent insufficient cooperation.
The guidelines for monks’ participation in morality and ethics instruction in education institutions
then included the setting of Buddhist Holyday activities in advance and more monks should be
recruited for the purpose. It was also suggested that the contents should be designed to fit the
activities’ participants.

Monks should frequently organize morality and ethics development activities for students
especially on Buddhist Holyday and encourage them to participate in Buddhist Sunday School
and the master of Buddhist Ceremony training program. These activities needed participation of

monks, schools, students, and community people.
