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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study the learners’ comprehension in reading
English literary works after being taught by using films and to compare the learners’ motivation
in reading English literary works before and after being taught by using films. The target group
comprised 13 students who were studying at a University in Chiang Mai. The experimental
instruments were 8 lessons plans using films as equipments in the teaching of the English
literature reading. The data collecting instruments were English literature reading comprehension
test and English literature reading motivation questionnaire. The data obtained were analyzed by
using mean, percentage and standard deviation.

The findings of this study were as follows:

1. The English literature reading comprehension of the students, six of them (46.15%)
were between poor to moderate level, five of them (38.46%) were between good to excellent level
and two students (15.38%) did not pass the criteria after being taught through films in
the teaching of the reading English literary works.

2. The English literature reading motivation of the students was higher after being taught

through films in the teaching of the reading English literary works.
