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ABSTRACT

The objective of this study was to study the decision making process of students who
wanted to continue their private occupational education in the professional certificate level in
Bangkok region. The sample were consisted of 210 specific chosen students who were studying
in the Santirat Business Administration School and the Siam Business Administration School.

The research tools were composed of questionnaires and interviewing which were
utilized through the method of in-depth interviewing. The statistical quantitative analysis was
carried out in order to obtain the values on percentage, average and the standard deviation (SD).
For interview was qualitative analysis of the contents was written in the descriptive report form.

Results of the research, it was found that the students from the business institutes
mentioned above, the Santirat Business Administration School and the Siam Business
Administration School, located in the Bangkok educational region had the decision making
process as the following steps.

The Santirat Business Administration School and the Siam Business Administration
School students gave the emphasis on the learning knowledge from their Economy and Culture
that were considered to be reliable at the very high level. And the parents seemed to have the least

reliability on educational information.



The process of searching for educational information of the two schools samples, the
Santirat Business Administration School and the Siam Business Administration School, seemed
to reveal that self-study was the most effective learning method. Normally, they obtained
knowledge from pamphlets and leaflets as well as the information from the internet.

The assessment of knowledge choice was the most important factor for the students to
make their decisions. They usually evaluated the value of utility and usefulness as their priority to
make decision on selection of their occupation as much as or as the same as they evaluated their
aptitude towards their career choices at the very high level. In conclusion, most of the students did

not want to perform their career choices according to their patents’ profession.
