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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study the enhancing competency of school administrator’s
policy towards Social Studies teachers teaching historical strands, study those of teachers
themselves as well as teacher’s needs in enhancing their own competency, and find out both
problems as well as possible solutions of Social Studies teachers teaching historical strands in
Mathayom Suksa Schools, Lamphun Educational Service Areas. The subjects of this study were
29 school administrators and 102 Social Studies teachers teaching historical strands. Research
tools were questionnaires providing to school administrator asking for enhancing competency’s
policy towards Social Studies teachers, and questionnaires providing to Social Studies teachers
teaching historical strands concerning their own competency and their needs towards school’s
policy. Research respondents were then analyzed in order to find out frequency, percentage,
average score as well as statistic deviation (S.D.).

The results are as follows:

1. School administrator’s policy towards enhancing competency of Social Studies
teachers were recruiting teachers graduating only in the field of teaching Social Studies,
supporting teachers to have a training workshop in teaching History, supporting teachers to have
skills in creating instructional media in teaching historical strands, supporting teachers to exploit
local learning resources, and support teachers to have the activities in exchanging historical

knowledge among teachers and students, both in the past and present events. In terms of problems



towards school administrator’s policy, they were revealed in the following ways: teachers
teaching historical strands are not enough, lacks of trainers and resources in training historical
knowledge, budget in creating instructional media are limited, observation at historical sites are
rarely held, and teaching activities are made inefficiently. In order to solve these problems,
solutions are: Social Studies teachers teaching historical strands should graduate from the relevant
field of study or be a historical specialist and love teaching History. In addition, school should
support teachers to have a training workshop and should increase budget in creating instructional
media or asking for support from outside organization. Therefore, school should increase budget
in holding observation at historical sites within Thailand at least twice a year and should
implement teachers to hold the activities of national historical day, and lastly, teachers themselves
should brainstorm to enhance students’ attitude towards History, for example.

2. Competencies of Social Studies teachers teaching historical strands in Mathayom
Suksa Schools, Lamphun Educational Service Areas, overall, were in the level of “good”, in
terms of knowledge, attitude and skills.

3. Overall, needs of enhancing Social Studies teachers’ competencies were also in the
level of “good”, in terms of knowledge, attitude and skills.

4. Problems concerning teaching methods in historical strands were some teachers
have inadequate skill of historical knowledge as well as not update and not get any information.
Furthermore, students do not have a cooperation and lack of a kind attitude in studying History as
well as school administrators do not support students to attend academic historical competition. In
addition, most teachers cannot apply teaching methods to catch students’ learning attention as
well. To solve these problems, the suggested solutions are as follows : there should be a training
workshop to Social Studies teachers teaching historical strands by inviting specialists to update
current information for 3-5 days, Social Studies teachers should be aware of researching historical
knowledge and have a positive attitude towards History, school administrator should support the
activities concerning History teaching that emphasizes on historical teaching methods, teaching
transmission, searching for information on internet and evaluating History teaching as well as

implement teachers to study outside.
