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Abstract

This study was carried out to develop a character test, to monitor the quality of norms
and create a handbook of the character test for secondary school students based on the character
education management concept. The sample comprised 1-6 secondary school students studying
in the 2" semester in the academic year of B.E. 2551 in schools under the affiliation of Chiang
Mai Educational Service Area 2. The sample was divided as follows: 1) a sample group consisted
of 12 secondary school students for an experiment with character test was studied to examine
students’ understanding, appropriateness of language use and the amount of time spent in test
taking, using two-stage ramdom sampling; 2) a sample group consisted of 60 secondary school
students for the first experiment with character test was studied to monitor the quality of 3 test
papers, employing two-stage random sampling; 3) a sample group consisted of 112 secondary
school students for the second experiment with character test was studied to measure the quality
of 3 test papers, utilizing two — stage random sampling and 4) a sample group consisted of 369
secondary school students was studied to assess the quality of charater test and norms, using
stratified random sampling. The results were shown as follows

1. Three papers of the character test for secondary school students based on character
education management concept were developed. Paper 1 : Morality and Paper 2 :Society, were

three-stage rating scale-oriented questionaires with 60 items and 53 items respectively. As for



Paper 3 :Learning, in part one, it was a four -choice multiple choice-oriented test with 26
items; part two and part three, were essay tests with 15 items and 2 items respectively.

2. The three papers of the character test for secondary school students based on character
education management concept were found to have content validity. The consistency of the
papers was evaluated by qualified experts. The reliability of the first and the second papers
equaled .9376 and .8160 and the discrimination was found in every item and the t-test was
significantly performed at .05 . As for Paper 3 in part 1-3, the reliability equaled .6777, .7278 and
7793 respectively. The difficulty and discrimination of every single test paper equaled .54 and
33.

3. The norms for secondary school students based on character education management
concept were presented as normalized T-Score. Paper 1: Morality, the normalized T-Score was at
50 which was equal to the raw score at 62-63. Paper 2: Society, the normalized T-Score was at
50 which was equal to the raw score at 75. Paper 3: Learning, the normalized T-Score was at 50
which was equal to the raw score at 82-83. In addition, the overall normalized T-Score of the
three test papers was at 50 which was equal to the raw score at 223-226

4. A handbook of the charater test for secondary school students based on character
education management concept was developed, consisting of the purposes, the characteristics, the

quality as well as the interpretative method of character test results.
