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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to evaluate School-based Curriculum of English Strand
in Primary Level at Thasatoi Municipal School, Chiang Mai Municipality using Hammond Model
in the aspects of Instructional Dimension, Institutional Dimension and Behavioral Dimension.
The informants include 5 experts in the field of educational measurement and evaluation,
5 experts in the field of English, 2 directors of Thasatoi Municipal school, 2 English teachers,
191 Pratom 4-6 students in 2009 school year, 191 parents of students, 67 graduated students in
2008 school year and 3 school boards. The research instruments included questionnaires,
interview forms, survey forms, record score forms and attitude test. The evaluator collected and
analyzed the information by using frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, and content
analysis and compared with the given evaluation criteria. The evaluation findings were as
follows :

There were 3 Dimensions : Instructional Dimension, Institutional Dimension and
Behavioral Dimension in the School-based Curriculum English Strand which were found to be
at a good level. The evaluation results were following.

In the Instructional Dimension found that grouping class and learning table,

the subject content and teaching of teacher passed the evaluation criteria, but supporting factors of



the studying and budget aspect were found to be at a poor level which did not pass the evaluation
criteria.

In the Institutional Dimension found that the teacher and the director passed
the evaluation criteria, but the student, the family and the community aspect did not pass
the evaluation criteria.

In the Behavioral Dimension found that English knowledge, attitude toward English
of students and reading skill passed the evaluation criteria, but listening, speaking, writing and

communicating skills did not pass the evaluation criteria.
