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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to compare the English vocabulary knowledge before
and after they were taught through collocation instruction and to study students’ English writing
ability after there were taught through collocation instruction in each lesson. The target group was
30 Mathayom Suksa 5 students who enrolled in an English reading and writing course (English
32204) in the second semester of the academic year 2011 at Sansaiwittayakom School, Sansai
District, Chiang Mai Province. The target group had taken an English vocabulary knowledge test
before they were taught through collocation instruction teaching for 20 periods. Then the test was
given to the target group again after they had finished 20 periods. To study their English writing
ability, the students were given to produce written tasks after they had learnt through collocation
instruction in each lesson. The data obtained were analyzed for mean, standard deviation, and
percentage.

The findings of the research were as follows:

1. The students were taught through collocation instruction had higher English
vocabulary knowledge scores than those of the pretest.

2. The students were taught through collocation instruction had English writing ability

scores which passed the pre-set criteria.
