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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study the ability in writing advertisement for
printed media of students by using the synectics techniques, to compare the achievement
with the set criterion of 60 percent, and, to study the students” opinion on synectics
techniques. The subjects comprised 45 Mathayom Suksa 3/5 students at Thawangpha
Phitthayacom, Thawangpha District, Nan Province, enrolled in the first semester of 2011
academic year. The research instruments consisted of (1) 5 learning plans on writing
advertisement for printed media, (2) a test on writing advertisement for printed media,

(3) rubrics for assessing advertisement writing ability, and (4) a students” opinion questionnaire
on learning on advertisement writing usings synectics techniques. The obtained data were
analyzed in terms of mean and percentage. The findings reveal that: (1) 89% of the students
who had learned through synectics techniques had the advertisement writing for printed media
ability passing the set criterion of 60 percent, and (2) the students learned through synectics
techniques had agreed at high level with the use of synectics techniques learning about writing

advertisement for printed media.
